Special carje should be given to the skates. especially at the close of the.skating season. The foot plates and blades should be carefully rubbed olf' 
to prevent rust. and a coating of oi1 or vaseline applied. otherwise they will not be i.n condition for immediate use at the beginning of the next season. 
When skate blades have become dull or chipped. or otherwise injured. they should be tbken. preferably, to the maker for regrinding by competent 
workmen who understand abo,ut the proper grooving of blades. which ordin-ary skate sharpeners are unfamiliar with. Regrinding may be attended 
to throu~h any of A . C. Spalding & Bros'. stores located in the principal cities of the United States and Canada. 

All the skate sharpening done by us is omerted and oil~stoned. thereby avoiding that burr which gives the feelins of sticking ro the ice that is 
80 often found in other grin~ing. Special attention is paid to tubular. and racing s~ates. which require an. oil-stoned and perfectlY' centered surface. 

Owners of tubular ~acmg skates can sharpen their skat~s by usmg the. Spaldmg skate blocks ~nd Oil stone liated on this page. The oil stonc! 
'have a coarse a~d fine Side. Use t~e.coarse Side first. to grln~ blades straIght,' then use the nne Side to finish . This makes a perfectly 8at surfaco

HOW TO BUILD AN OUTDOOR ICE SKATING RINK 
The following sUll:gestions for installing outdoor skating rinks have been contributed by Mr. Harry J. Kelton, ?Tho 
for twelve years has successfully operated proprietary rinks in New Y O1ck City. Last winter both of the nnks 
controlled by the Notlek Amusement Company, the "Notlek," at 119th Street and Riverside Drive, and the Van 
Kelton stadium at 57th Street and Eighth Avenue, frequently had good ice when natural ponds and lakes in the 
metropolitan district were closed to skaters. 

Obviously, it is no trick to flood a plot of ground and 
have good ice in zero weather. It is only necessary to 
bank the four sides of the plot, stop up any drains and 
turn on the water, although, if the wind is at all strong, 
rough ice will result. 
To make good ice with the temperature hovering from 
25 to 30 degrees is quite another matter. Since a thin 
sheet of water freezes more quickly than a deeper pool, 
it is first necessary to level the ground available for the 
rink, in order to insure a sheet of water of uniform depth. 
Unless this is done, the water often will freeze solid 
where it is shallowest, while the deeper spots will 
be simply coat",d over. 
The ground leveled; the next step is to bank the four 
sides of the plot-an ordinary dirt mound, about two 
feet high is sufficient. Make sure all dr;!ins, if any, are 
filled in, so that the water cannot drain off. 
Nothing more can be done until the tempera!ure gets 
down, to say, 35 degrees, with indications of a lower 
temperature following. You are then ready to flood, 
but beware of using too much water. It is desirable 
lirst to get the ground frozen solid to prevent the water 
seeping away in mild weather. This can be accom­
plished best by taking care not to apply the water faster 
than it can be absorbed. 
The ground frozen, we are ready to start flooding for ice. 
Now, unfortunately, it is only possible to lay down 
general rules for this, the most important operation of 
all. What we are after is to build up the ice in layers 
and from the bottom. In extreme weather the water will 
freeze about as fast as it can be applied. but in a temper­
ature of, say, 25 degrees, considerable care must be 
exercised-distribute the water lightly and work from 
one end of the rink to the other. If the water' has been 

applied properly the north end Cassuming that we started 
flooding from north to south) will have frozen over by 
the time we have finished watering the south end. Only 
common sense and experience will show just the proper 
amount to flood under different conditions of temper­
ature. Bear in -mind always that the lighter the applica­
tion of water, the quicker it will freeze-so that the higher 
the temperature the less the quantity of water used. 

The flooding is gen~rally done- except in good, cold 
weather-at night. when the thermometer is usually 
several degrees lower than during the day. 

As the ice surface becomes cut up through use it is 
necessary to apply enough water to resurface the rink. 
Flood every time the temperature permits and build up 
as deep a block of ice as possible, so that a few days of 
mild weather will not melt everything away. If this is 
done. skating is again possible within a comparatively 
short time after th.e temperature has fallen below the 
freezing point. By following this method we had twenty­
six inches of ice in the shady spots as late as April 1 5 , 1916. 

It is apparen~ that in this manner skating can be fre­
quently obtained on flooded rinks when natural pools 
cannot be used. 

It happens that the ground we use for both our uptown 
and downtown rinks is used for tennis courts the balance 
of the year and it has been our experience that the sur­
face of the courts is not injured in any way. Indeed 
country clubs and tennis clubs, that have a sufficient 
number of courts on the same level. will find it an excel­
lent idea to flooel them and thus add to the attraction 
of the organization in winter. The ground is already 
level and the top clay of the courts tends to keep the 
water from seeping away.

HOW TO BUILD AN ICE SKATING RINK ON THE STAGE 
As those who saw the 
show a.t the New York 
Hippodrome last season 
know, the second act 
closes at the San F ran­
cisco Fair, and the third 
act opens with the lake 
in Switzerland. During 
the intermission. the 
fore-stage is taken up in 
sections and hurriedly 
carted down runways to 
the regions under the 
playhouse. The ice care­
takers then go over the 
surface with brushes to 
see that nothing is left 
on the surface. As only 
ten minutes elapse dur- " 
ing the transition. many Scene in Skating at St. Moritz" 

The pipes run in series 
about 2Yz inches apart 
and resemble more tha':' 
anything else large steam 
radiators, 16.000 feet 
of 1 Yz -inch pipe being 
necessary for the Hippo­
drome ice-making ma­
chine. The shallow tank 
which holds the pipes 
is lined with a layer of 
cork four inches thick 
Cork is also used on th~ 
bottoms of the sections 
of the fore-stage. This 
acting as a non-con: 
ductor, keeps the actors 
from getting cold feet 
during the acts of the 
play preceding the ice 

inquiries have been re-
ceived asking how it was done, and the following is the 
explartation. 
The fore-stage. comprising an area of 96 by 45 feet. is 
cut into sections approximately 12 by 6 feet. These 
sections rest on a frame work of iron girders which in 
turn are supported by a series of mammoth pistons, four 
in number. To make the ice stage, the fore-stage is 
removed in sections and the iron structure is lowered to 
a depth of eighteen inches. Upon this framework, then. 
is placed a system of pipes through which is run brine 
and ammonia, a plant technically known as the compres­
sor system. 
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. ballet. The cork that is 
used in connection with the ice machine cost $2.000. 
It took sixty-live hours to freeze "Lake Moritz." But 
once frozen the lake gave little trouble. To keep the 
ice in proper condition it' is necessary to run the plant 
for about two hours after the matinee each day and for 
about eight hours each night. 
Following each performance a scraper machine is rUn 
over the ice taking off about one-eighth of an inch. This 
is carted off and the surface is then treated to a fine spray 
of hot water. When the hot water has evened the ice to 
a perfect and level surface, the plant is started to work 
and a new coat of about one-eighth of an inch re-frozen.
